Program Description
Language course 

Professionally trained teachers conduct the German language 

and culture courses. 

In the beginners‘ course students learn how to communicate 

in German at a basic level, to lead short discussions on topics 

such as the weather, their home country and hobbies. They 

also learn to read short newspaper articles and excerpts from 

books as well as to write personal letters and emails.

Advanced learners participate in discussions on more complex 

topics of their own choice and learn to read more difficult texts.
